The first section of the Administrative Resolution of May 17th, 2023, by the Direcció General de Política Lingüística i 

Gestió del Multilingüisme, which establishes the calendar and the process of admission and enrolment for the 

academic year 2023-2024 in the official schools of languages of the Valencian Community, establishes the conditions 

for admission.  

The following table lists the academic requirements needed for accessing a level higher to the initiation one (A2) for 

each language. 

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS 
 

If I have… / I have passed... I can access... 

Bachillerato (High School) diploma 

1B1 of the main foreign language studied in Bachillerato 
(you can also access 2A2 if you want an A2 certificate). 

1B2 of Valencian if you took Valencian in high school 

C1 of Valencian if you studied Bachillerato in Valencian 

JQCV Oral Certificate (A2) 1B1 of Valencian 

 JQCV Elementary Certificate (B1) 1B2 of Valencian 

JQCV B2 Certificate 1C1 of Valencian 

JQCV Intermediate Certificate (C1) 1C2 of Valencian 

JQCV Advanced Certificate (C2) 2C2 of Valencian 

A2 Certificate from an approved test (taken in high

Three parts of the Unified Certification Test (PUC) with
